Caleb is enjoying his first holiday club at our church, while Sammy is enjoying
having his grandfather to play soccer with.

As I'm sure you're aware, South Africa just hosted the Confederation Cup — a fantastic
tournament and a good warm up for next year. We had a touring team here who reached
hundreds of kids through coaching clinics and played against a number of local teams. The
response was really positive. Last week was our sports ministry conference in conjunction
with South Africa Theological Seminary. We had over 200 delegates from around the country
and received great feedback (see www.satsonline.org). This conference has taken up a lot of
my time this year — so it's good to now have got to the other side of it. Through the
sponsorship raised by my monthly update, the Lord provided so that AlS could sponsor over
30 people to attend... so many thanks to those who were able to give.
