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I have in front of me a 
letter, written not to me, 
but to you!  
 
The letter is a ‘big thank you’ 
to the church, from the 
Message, for releasing me to 
work with them in developing 
3  ‘ E d e n ’ 
partnerships in 
the North East 
over the next 
few months.  
 
W h e n  P a u l 
writes his letter 
to his friends in 
Philippi, he says 
that he always 
prays for them 
w i t h  ‘ j o y ’ , 
because of their 
‘partnership in 
the Gospel from the first day 
until now’ (Phil 1:5). Paul 
was an apostle of Christ 
Jesus; he had numerous 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  a n d 
undoubtedly dozens of daily 
demands on his time. Yet, 
the wonderful thing about 
Paul is this: how ever busy, 
however under-pressure, 
however persecuted, he still 
looked up and he still looked 
out!  
 
I am sure it is vital for each 
of us to be reminded of 
this vital lesson.  
 
O f  c ou rs e  eac h  o f 
sometimes struggles to 
juggle responsibilities and 
c a n  f i n d  o u r s e l v e s 

overwhelmed by demands 
that are placed upon us.  
 
So how should we respond? 
Firstly, by learning from 
Paul’s example and looking 
up. Although I have never 
tried this, I am told that even 

in broad day light 
you can still see 
the stars from the 
bottom of a well! 
T h e r e f o r e , 
however tough 
you are finding 
life, only in looking 
up will you will 
rediscover God’s 
grace and glory, 
his power and his 
provision.  
 
Furthermore, like 

Paul remember not only to 
look up, but also to look 
out!  
 
Spend some time thanking 
God this month for those 
with whom we partner for the 
sake of the Gospel. Pray not 
only for the Message, but for 
Tim & Laura, Julian & Julia, 
C o u r i e r s  f o r  C h r i s t 
(Romania), Capitol Christian 
Centre (Tanzania), Thana 
Trust ( India),  Image, 
Gideons that ‘he who began 
a good work in them will 
carry it onto completion until 
the day of Christ.’ (Phil 1:6)

Samson 31:07:09   
After Zeph sort advice from the 
Government offices about how to 
address the Ssongoro well 
situation, he planned to see them 
the next day. That’s when he 
became ill for 5 weeks and nearly 
died with malaria. 
 
Samson 31:08:09  
I thank God, I am happy to work 
hard, also I am happy to see Zeph 
has healed well (after being very ill 
for 5 weeks). Also Satan is 
attacking us a lot: we have had 5 
members die who had been 
chronically ill, and others have had 
hard trials. Others are sick. Last 
week we decided to fast and pray 
for 3 days, without eating, and to 
rebuke sickness, death and the 
different problems of the new 
converts. God heard and all have 
been healed.  
 
Zeph 04:09:09, 7:13 pm   

I’m asking for prayer. I’ve had a 
bad accident just now. 2 people 
have died and my car is very badly 
damaged. 
 
Samson 04:09:09, 7:55 pm  
Ruth: pray a lot. Zeph has had an 
accident. His car has been hit by a 
motorbike. He is ok, but the driver 
of the motorbike has died. We are 
now at the police station. 
 
Helena  
When Zeph was driving a car to 
collect some visitors for the 
Crusade, 04:09:09, by misfortune 
he had an accident to crash with a 
motorbike resulting in 2 people 
dying there and he is there at the 
police station for his own safety. 
 
Samson  
Zeph was driving with his 3 
children and our youngest son. It 
was amazing how God protected 
them – the accident was at the 
corner of a deep pit, but God is 
very great. 
 
Zeph 05:09:09, 3:47 am  
May God bless you Ruth. I am 
lying at the Police Station without a 
bed. It is very bad here, a lot of 
people, and no-one to make a 
guarantee for something like this. I 

will then be brought to court, 
following the law of the country. 
God is amazing. The police have 
respected me a lot and they have 
encouraged me not to worry at all. 
Thank-you for your prayers. 
Normally you are not allowed to 
keep your phone, but they gave 
me permission. 
 
Zeph 05:09:09, 3:52 am  
Victory is here with Jesus. Truly 
this week we have had a fierce 
spiritual battle. Tomorrow we have 
a crusade meeting. 
 
Zeph 05:09:09, 4:11 am 
 I have been praying with an 
elderly man from Arusha here, who 
gave me permission to pray for 
him.  
 
Samson 05:09:09, 6:37 pm  
Pray for Zeph, he is in police 
custody for his own protection and 
is preaching to those there. 9 
people have received Jesus.  
 
Samson 05:09:09, 7:41pm  
Both those on the motorbike have 
died. One body has been taken to 
his home in Morogoro and the 
other to Kondoa. Pray for the 
bereaved for comfort and peace. 
Amen. Thank-you.  
 
Samson 05:09:09, 8 pm  
At the Evangelistic meeting today, 
many were saved and healed of 
their sicknesses. One child they 
brought: he has never stood up. 
Now he is completely healed and 
he is running around. Praise the 
Lord. We have faith together with 
Zeph. We know that it is only a 
battle of Satan’s. We have faith in 
the victory. 
 
Samson 07:09:09, 8:26 am   
We have succeeded. God is great. 
Today Zeph was given bail and he 
is now here at home. On 21st 
September we are returning to 

court for the case. We have faith 
the Lord Jesus will overcome. 
Pray. 
 
Zeph 07:09:09, 8 pm  
Hallelujah! Now I am free until 
21:09:09. I am resting now. 10 
people were saved in jail. The 
Tanzanian jails are very bad for 
health. It is very dirty there, the 
smell, the dirt, the lice, having to 
eat off the floor. But God has been 
faithful. 
 
Zeph 08:09:09  
We are still finding out what we 
need to do, re lawyers etc. My 
mind is still troubled and my head 
hurts. 
 
Samson 08:09:09  
We have fetched the car from the 
police. We have seen that it needs 
a mechanic to see if it can be fixed. 
 
Zeph 13:09:09, 13:55  
Today I baptised 26 people who 
became recent Christians. With 
God’s strength many coming up 
from the water were filled with the 
Holy Spirit and spoke in tongues 
until we had hard work to get them 
out of the water, until others helped 
me! I have not seen God’s strength 
like this before and the service was 
very powerful. Hallelujah. 
Samson 13:09:09, 2:11 pm  
Today Zeph baptised 26 people: 
new Christians, and one youth who 
received Jesus while in jail with 
Zeph came to his house with his 
wife. We thank God. It is amazing. 
 
Zeph 13:09:09, 8:24 pm  
After returning to my home today, 
Tomasi: who lives in town and was 
in jail with me, he came with his 
wife, and she agreed to be saved 
too. God has done a very special 
thing. 
 
Samweli 14:09:09   
I don’t think that Zeph’s case will 

be a big problem if the court acts 
justly, as Zeph was driving the car 
correctly and the driver of the 
motorbike drove into his way, they 
were not wearing helmets and the 
driver was drunk. The big problem 
in Tanzania is bribery, which can 
change a case to show Zeph was 
in the wrong. 
 
Samson 10:09:09  
Ruth, truly you know God is very 
great. I had a meeting with the 
parents of one of the youths who 
died at the accident: they are 
Muslims from Kondoa. We talked 
with them – we were like friends in 
their great loss. We have not been 
able to visit the other bereaved 
Muslim family, as they went to 
Morogoro for the funeral. Pray for 
me as I make plans to visit them 
and to say sorry. Pray for me as I 
was discouraged, but after seeing 
the other parents, I was 
encouraged. Truly the church is 
praying and working without fear of 
Satan. We are working as they did 
in the times of Nehemiah, in 
building the walls of Jerusalem – 
being obstructed by Tobiah and 
Sanballat: but they did their work 
holding onto their weapons to 
defend themselves.  We know we 
will overcome. We are thinking of 
seeing the lawyers for their advice 
and also we are praying a lot. We 
are trying to prepare ourselves for 
the fine. 
 
Samson 10:09:09  
Truly we have passed through 
many trials, but the work is big, as 
we truly have a unique revival, 
such as we have not had here 
before. 

· I want to thank all of you who 
have blessed us with prayer and 
your giving for mission and 
famine: truly we cannot forget 
you. 

· The work has increased a lot 

this year. After installing the 
new Archbishop we have a 10 
year plan for Spiritual Harvest 
(2009-2018) alongside a 3 year 
and 1 year plan. 

· We have decided that the most 
important thing above all else is 
for every church member to 
bring 4 people to Jesus, and if 
they are unable, to bring 1 
person to Jesus, each year. We 
have revival meetings and we 
go house to house with the 
good news of Jesus. This year 
500 people have turned to 
Jesus, 170 are coming to our 
church. At the moment we have 
another seminar and this month 
40 more people have been 
saved. The work is big. Praise 
the Lord. 

· Another big project is that we 
are preparing to plant 5 
churches every year for 10 
years, until we have 50 new 
churches. We are presently 
preparing 5 church servants, in 
the Bible College, for 4 months, 
in order to do this work, before 
we take them to the villages. 
This year in the Dodoma region 
we have a hard famine, we 
have even asked the churches’ 
members to collect food for the 
students. We ask for your 
prayers for the famine. 

· My own work is very large, as I 
am preparing leaders, giving 
them cell group work and other 
work, as I am able.  

You have been a great enabling 
force to us and every Tuesday, all 
the Church members pray for you. 
Thank-you so much for your giving 
to our church and thank-you so 
much for sending Ruth here: she 
was a big blessing.
